Most Respectfully Showeth:-

1. That through this application, the petitioner prays for the
following reliefs:-

(ij For quashing the order dated 19.06.2013 passed in
Misc. Transfer Petition No.8/2013 passed by the
learned District Judge, Madhepura (Annexure-2)
whereby and whereunder the Civil Misc. Transfer

Petition filed by the petitioner for transfer of Election

Suit No.1/2011, pending in the court of the Civil
Judge-I, Senior Division, Madhepura has been
dismissed.

For giving a direction to transfer the Election Suit
No.1/2011 from the court of the Civil Judge-I, Senior
Division, Madhepura to another court for the ends of
justice.

During pendency of this application, further
proceeding of Election Suit No.1/2011 pending in the
court of the Civil Judge-1, Senior Division, Madhepura
may kindly be stayed.

That the petitioner has not filed any other petition for

transfer of the above mentioned case as it has been stated

in Para-1 (B) of the present application any time earler

before this Hon’ble Court.

That the petitioner is a citizen of India and he resides within

the territorial jurisdiction of this Hon’ble Court.




That the election of Member No.16 of the Panchayat Samiti
of Narthua Bhogipur Gram Panchayat, Anchal & P.S.-
Alamnagar, District-Madhepura was held on 30.04.2011 in
which the petitioner along with 4 others were candidates.
That after conclusion of election, the counting was held on
24.05.2011 in O.B.C. Hostel, Madhepura in which the
petitioner secured highest votes of 785 and in 20d position,
one Kiran Devi secured 784 votes.

That after counting, it was announced that result will be
declared later on due to which the petitioner and his
supporters came back to their home, and on the next day in
the morning, when he came to Madhepura, then he learnt
that the certificate has been given to Kiran Devi, then the
petitioner met the District Magistrate, who advised him
orally to file election petition.

That the petitioner filed election Suit No.1/2011 which was
admitted and all parties appeared and arguments were
advanced by all the parties and the case was fixed as

16.05.2013 for order, and on that day, no order was passed

and all parties were directed to file written submission and
next date for hearing was fixed as 18.05.2013.

That it is important aﬁd relevant to mention here that the
opposite party started saying in the village on 17.05.2013
that he has stopped the verdict which was to be pronounced
on 16.05.2013 as he has managed the court. It is also
relevant to state here that the opposite party No.4 had
stayed at Madhepura in the night on 16.05.2013 and stayed
there till evening of 17.05.2013 and he was secn moving
around the house of the Judge.

That the opposite party Kiran Devi and his family members
started celebrating victory from the evening of 17.05.2013,
upon which the petitioner became perturbed and then he
became sure that opposite party Kiran Devi has managed
the court.

That for the reasons mentioned above, the petitioner
became very much sure that he will not get justice from the
present court and due to which the petitioner filed Cr. Misc.
transfer petition No.8/2013 in the court of the District

Judge, Madhepura on 18.05.2013.

was never the advocate for the petitioner and on
16.05.2013, the case was fixed for judgement and the
learned District Judge without ascertaining the time petition
that on whose behalf it has been filed, granted time and
next date was fixed on 18.05.2013.

That in the morning of 17005.'2013, the opposite party
openly started saying in the village that he has stopped the
learned court for passing judgement and now judgement
will be delivered in his favour, and in this connection, it is
relevant to mention here that the husband of the petitioner
his men had stayed at Madhepura on 16.05.2013 and
further till the evening of 17.05.2013, they were staying at
Madhepura, and at about 9 p.m., they were seen moving
around the residence of the concerned of the case.

That due to the reasons mentioned above, the petitioner has
no confidence in the court of the Civil Judge-I, Senior
Division /Election Tribunal Court, Madhepura and he will

not get justice from that court, so in the interest of justice,




the petitioner craves leave of this Hon’ble Court to grant

justice to the petitioner.
